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CHANGES TO THE ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION 
 
 
Please find below recommended changes to the Memorandum and Articles of Association and one item in the By-Laws. 
These items will be discussed at the General Meeting on Sunday 20th June 2010 and put forward to vote on. 
 

All these proposed changes have been viewed by the Clubôs Honorary Solicitor prior to submitting them for change. 
 

Items 2(a) and 2(b) are suggested changes from our Honorary Solicitor to make our situation of being a Charity clearer, rather 
than a Fundraiser as our current wording suggests. 
 

 Item 7. General Meetings ï This has been changed to avoid being locked into dates because over the years we have 
changed times eg. dates have clashed with the AFL Grand Final week or months where the Good Friday date changes from 
one month to another. 
 

Item 19. Eligibility ï This has been changed to clarify the meaning that was originally intended.  
 

Item 32. This is being changed to correct an anomaly that meant elected and ratified subcommittee members couldnôt vote. 
 

Item 56. Notice of general meetings ï This proposed change allows for alternative ways for the distribution of notices eg: elec-
tronic etc. The proposed clause is an extract from the Department of Consumer Affairs Model Rules for Incorporated Associa-
tions. 
 

By-Law change ï under bequests. 
Simply changing address to the Clubs present address. 
 
 

Memorandum of Association 

 
CURRENT PROPOSED 

2. The objects for which the Association is established are: 

(a) Generally to raise funds, work for, and assist in the pro-
motion and development of any public or private charita-
ble or philanthropic purpose which is carried on other-
wise than for the purpose of profit or gain, AND BEING 
SOLELY FOR THE BENEFIT OF SICK AND HANDI-
CAPPED CHILDREN. 

To raise funds for The Royal Childrenôs Hospital and for any 
other hospital which is carried on otherwise than for the 
purpose of profit or gain irrespective of any religious 
affiliation of such hospital. 

  

2. The objects for which the Association is established are: 

(a) To Promote, provide benefits for and assist in any chari-
table purpose which is carried on solely for the benefit of 
sick and handicapped children and incidental to such pur-
pose to raise funds for, assist in the promotion, development 
or any other act which supports such a purpose. 

(b) To assist and provide benefits for sick and handicapped 
children cared for by the Royal Childrenôs Hospital or any 
other hospital which is carried on otherwise than for the pur-
pose of profit or gain irrespective of any religious affiliation of 
such a hospital which supports sick and handicapped chil-
dren. 
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CHANGES TO THE ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION  (Cont.) 

Articles of Association Articles of Association 

CURRENT PROPOSED 

GENERAL MEETINGS  

7. An Annual General Meeting of the members of the Asso-
ciation shall be held during the month of September in every 
calendar year.  All Meetings other than the Annual General 
Meetings shall be called general meetings shall be held in 
each year, one each in the months of March, June and De-
cember. 
  

GENERAL MEETINGS 

7. An Annual General Meeting of the members of the Asso-
ciation shall be held before the end of the month of OCTO-
BER in every calendar year.  All Meetings other than the 
Annual General Meetings shall be called general meetings of 
which there shall be three held in each year. 
  

19. ELIGIBILITY 

No paid officer or employee of the Association shall be 
elected or appointed to the State Committee.  No person not 
a member of the Association shall be capable of becoming a 
member of the State Committee.  No member shall be eligi-
ble for appointment to the State Committee if during the 
12 months preceding the date of his appointment or pro-
posed appointment any subscription due by him to the Asso-
ciation has remained due and unpaid for more than 30 days.  
The positions of President and Vice President shall be filled 
only by members who have served a minimum of two con-
secutive years as members of the State Committee. 

Nominations for State Committee and Office Bearers shall be 
lodged in writing with the Secretary, by the 7th August each 
year.  Each nomination shall be signed by the proposer and 
seconder.  Voting shall be by secret ballot in writing.  Scruti-
neers shall be appointed by the President and the officers 
elected shall be those receiving the greatest number of 
votes. 
The declaration of the ballot by the President shall be final 
and binding.  If tow or more candidates obtain an equal num-
ber of votes another ballot shall if necessary be taken in re-
spect of those candidates only.  If two or more candidates 
again obtain an equal number of votes the President shall 
select by lot from such candidates the candidate or candi-
dates who is/are to be declared elected. 

19.ELIGIBILITY 

No paid officer or employee of the Association shall be 
elected or appointed to the State Committee.  No person not 
a member of the Association shall be capable of becoming a 
member of the State Committee.  No member shall be eligi-
ble for appointment to the State Committee if during the 
12 months preceding the date of his appointment or pro-
posed appointment any subscription due by him to the Asso-
ciation has remained due and unpaid for more than 30 days.  
The positions of President and Vice President shall be filled 
only by members who are current directors and have served 
a minimum of two consecutive years as members of the 
State Committee. 
Nominations for State Committee and Office Bearers shall be 
lodged in writing with the Secretary, by the 7th August each 
year.  Each nomination shall be signed by the proposer and 
seconder.  Voting shall be by secret ballot in writing.  Scruti-
neers shall be appointed by the President and the officers 
elected shall be those receiving the greatest number of 
votes. 
The declaration of the ballot by the President shall be final 
and binding.  If two or more candidates obtain an equal num-
ber of votes another ballot shall if necessary be taken in re-
spect of those candidates only.  If two or more candidates 
again obtain an equal number of votes the President shall 
select by lot from such candidates the candidate or candi-
dates who is/are to be declared elected. 

  

32. To assist in the performance of their functions any sub-
committee may with the approval of the State Committee co-
opt the service of any other person, but such co-opted per-
son shall not vote at the sub-committee meeting unless he is 
a member of the State Committee.

56. NOTICES 

Notice of general meetings 

1. The Secretary of the Association, at least 14 days, or if a 
special resolution has been proposed at least 21 days, before 
the date fixed for holding a general meeting of the Associa-
tion, must cause to be sent to each member of the Associa-
tion, a notice stating the place, date and time of the meeting 
and the nature of the business to be conducted at the meet-
ing.

Being third and fourth generation Uncle Boberôs, the Uncle Bobs Club has always been a big part of our lives. David Last, 
Kevin Lamond and Robert Lamond were all directors of the Cub, Robert Lamond being one of the founding members and 
Robert and Kevin Lamond both being Past Presidents of the Club. As current directors (Sarah being Assistant State Secretary 
and Bronwen being a Past State Secretary) we thought it would be nice to give you a sneak peek into the rest of our lives: 

After hearing Tania Griffiths speak at our general meeting about her work and organ donation on the 14th of March 
2010, we thought it would be a fitting end to this article to note that we are both organ donors. After one of Sarahôs 
friends became very unwell and needed a heart transplant close to two years ago we both decided to become or-
gan donors.  It was scary seeing a young person who was so fit and healthy decline so quickly. Having been a 
regular helper on Good Friday he was greatly missed by the Hoddle Street collection team. It really made us realise 
that you canôt take anything for granted, but thankfully this friend has now made a complete recovery thanks to the 
generosity of another person and their family.
