William Allen Robinson 
6th December 1914 to 26th January 2011 

 
William Allen Robinson had a long association with the Uncle Bobs Club, having initially joined the Club whilst    
employed at the Government Aircraft Factory at Fishermans Bend in Victoria.  The UBC Group at GAF was well 
known for a great many years, as being a most enthusiastic group and Allen was more than likely a ó foundation 
member ó of the Group having served a total of 40 years at GAF commencing his employment shortly after WW2. 
 
Allen and his wife Margaret lived for their entire 62 years of married life in Northcote and were blessed with a Son 
[John], a Daughter [Joy] and later blessed with 8 Grandchildren and 13 great Grandchildren. 
 
Known and remembered by all of his family and friends as being the dearest and most caring person that one could 
ever hope to meet, the present members of the Uncle Bobs Club best knew Allan as one of our stalwart collectors 
for the annual Good Friday Appeal in aid of the Royal Childrenôs Hospital. 
 
Since the commencement of intersection collections in Clifton Hill in the early 1980ôs, Alan found himself a        
comfortable óspotô collecting from the median strip in Michael Street, at the intersection of Gold Street and Queens 
Parade.  Sitting quietly on his favourite 3 legged stool, Allen would wait patiently for the traffic to stop at the lights, 
then stroll enthusiastically along the line of cars cheerfully canvassing for donations, which he always                  
acknowledged with a BIG smile and a warm ó Thanks ó.  Over the years, pedestrians shopping at the businesses in 
the vicinity often stopped as they crossed the intersection and made donations into Allenôs collection tin.  It wasnôt 
long before his tins were ófull to the brimó, and Allen certainly enjoyed acknowledging the generosity of those who 
made donations to him.  He also looked forward at the end of the dayôs collecting, travelling into the Clubôs Count-
ing Room, where he worked for hours into the night, helping to count the money that had come in from Clifton Hill 
and elsewhere. 
 
In 1992, Greg Reaburn [UBC Past President and former GAF Group member] made a presentation to Allen of a 
Certificate of Appreciation [on behalf of the staff and members of the Club], for all of his efforts in support of the   
Uncle Bobs Club and to the Good Friday Appeal in particular. 
 
Charity and benevolence came somewhat easily to Allen as he was a long time member of Freemasonry Victoria 
and in fact, was recently presented [ in January ] with his 70 year service jewel by representatives of his Lodge, 
The Albert Victor Lodge No. 117 whilst he was a patient in the Epworth - Freemasons Hospital.  Allen was also a 
highly respected member of the Independent Order of Racobites ï Northcote, a supporter and member of the 
Northcote RSL and the St James the Great Anglican Church. 
 
Amidst the number of dedicated volunteers that we know and respect as members of the Uncle Bobs Club, there 
are those whose record of service, point them out to be truly exceptional people. 
 
Allen Robinson was indeed one of these óspecialô people and he will be long and worthily remembered in our hearts 
for many years to come.
