In the lead up to this yearôs 80th Royal Childrenôs Hospital Good Friday Appeal there was one 
notable absence around Head Office ï Harry Walford. 
 
Some members of the Club may have not met or spoken with Harry, many would have been a 
benefactor of Harryôs countless hours of volunteering at the Clubôs Heads Office.  While Harry 
was a member of State Committee and the Good Friday Appeal Sub-committee for many 
years, it was his dedication throughout the year and more importantly in the lead up to the 
Good Friday Appeal that will be truly missed by the staff of the Club. 
 
Harry was the driving force behind making sure the Clubôs supply of Jars and tins were ready 
for branches and groups when ever required, he would spend many many hours, in the Shed 
(at Gatehouse Street), washing, cleaning, numbering, registering and labelling.   When Harry 
was not looking after the Jars and tins he was running errands for the office, which would see 
him out in the Club car for days in a row collecting raffle tins, servicing jars and collecting tins, 
delivering GFA equipment to corner captains and collecting all a manner of things from the 
Appeal Office. 
 
During my time as a staff member I was truly grateful for Harryôs dedication to the Club, as 
without Harry many jobs would just not have been completed, especially in the week before 
Good Friday.  Nothing was ever a problem for Harry, from setting up for General Meetings, 
attending early Sunday morning working bees, collecting at various collections such as 
Moonee Valley, Caulfield Racecourse, Mushroom Records Anniversary and the Grease in the 
Round, bundling raffle tickets, to even representing the Club in a television commercial for the 
Appeal, singing Love is the Air, on a moving tram. 

 
Harryôs passion was collecting for the Good Friday Appeal, something which he did each year for 31 years, and he was 
so determined that he would see his 32nd year but sadly passed away just weeks before this yearôs appeal.   He would 
always tell the story how he starting collecting for the appeal with his brother and would go in at the end of the day to 
3DB to hand over his collection tins and soak up the atmosphere of the day... When he joined Uncle Bobs Club he 
starting collecting at Clifton Hill with his partner, Garry.  Harry soon moved into the role of Corner Captain, something 
which he did with much pride and enjoyment. He loved trying to collect a huge total on Good Friday, and was always 
keen to see the Clifton Hill corners raise more than the MFB at the St Kilda Junction. Other collectors would love to 
compare the figures, but to Harry that was like winning a premiership, like his beloved Swans. In later years Harry would 
conduct his Corner Collection at the busy intersection of Alexandra Parade and Nicholson Street. He would go to great 
lengths to collect as much money as he could, the length of a fair few city blocks along Nicholson Street. Harry would 
jump aboard a few trams during the day collecting loose change off the passengers. Harry was well known by the tram 
drivers over the years. 
 
Harryôs dedication to the Club was remarkable and was honoured by the directors by being awarded Life Membership. I 
know that Harryôs dedication, friendship and presence around the Club will be sincerely missed by all Uncle Bobs.
